Drought Disaster Declaration

capabilities of this County, or even the State of South Dakota, and that Federal assistance is necessary, and there is no
emergency plan available to alleviate the dam€e and economic chaos resulting from these conditions; and
WHEREAS, Sully County does not have the financial resources to respond to this disaster; and
WHEREAS, the Board ofcounty Commissioners ofSully County is aware ofthe sparse pastures and lack offorage
crops for feeding of livestock is necessitating the reduction/disposal of livestock herds; and
WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Sully County is aware that row crops are stressed from lack of rain
and yields will be impacted; and
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Board ofcounty Commissioners ofSully County, South Dakota, declare a
natural disaster drought emergency, and it is
FURTHER RESOLVED, we the Board of Commissioners ofSully County respectfully petition the Govemor ofthe
State of South Dakot4 the United States Deparfiient ofAgriculture and the President ofthe United States to provide
with all dispatch and remedy any state and,/or federal assistance available for this q/pe ofemergency.
