RESOLUTION 2019-I9
Resolution Establishing Minimum Maintenance Road
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WHEREAS, SDCL 32-12-46 allows the Sully County Board of Commissioners to designate any road on the county

highway system as a minimum maintenance road if the Board deterrnines that the road or a segment of the road is used

only occasionally or intermittently for passenger and commercial travel;
WHEREAS, SDCL 32- l2-46 allows a minimum maintenance road to be maintained at a level less than the minimurn

standards for full maintenance roads, but shall be maintained at the level required to serve the occasional or intermittent

traffic;
WHEREAS, SDCL 32-12-47 states that signs shall be posted on the minimum maintenance road notifying the motoring

public that it is a minimum maintenance road and that the public travels on the road at its own risk.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Sully County Board of Commissioners has designated four (4) miles of
293d Avenue in Pearl Township beginning at the intersection of l78tl'street located in Section l-ll5N-79W traveling

south and ending atthe intersection of l82nd Street located in Section 24-ll5N-79W to be declared a minirnum

maintenance road and will be posted as such.
