ORDINANCE 2022-0I
AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF SULLY, STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA,

TO CHANGE THE BOUNDARIES FOR COMMISSIONER DISTRICTS
WHEREAS, according to SDCL 7-8-10, the Sully County Board of Commissioners, at its regular meeting in February of
each year ending in the numeral 2, shall change the boundaries of the commissioner disticts if such change is necessary
in order that each district shalI be as regular and compact in form as practicable and contain, as near as possible, an equal
number of residents, as determined by the last preceding federal census; and
WHEREAS, results of the federal census, taken in the year 2020, did determine it to be necessary to change the
boundaries of the existing commissioner districts of Sully County, South Dakota, in orderto contain, as near as possible,
an equal number of residents in each district; and
WHEREAS, Notice of Public Hearing, to change the cornmissioner district boundaries, has been published for two
consecutive weeks in the official newspaper of Sully County, according to SDCL 7-8-12, as follows:
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District I - Represented by Commissioner William Floyd:
Beginning at the intersection of l85th Street and279th Avenue thence easterly to 5th Street thence southerly to Elm
Avenue thence easterly to 6th Street thence southerly to Ginseng Avenue thence westerly to 4'h Street thence southerly to
l86th Street thence easterly to 305t1' Avenue thence southerly to l96th Street thence westerly along the eastern border of
the Missouri River to the intersection of l9l't Street and 28 l't Avenue thence northerly to 1 88'h Street thence westerly to
279th Avenue thence northerly to l85th Street.
District 2 - Represented by Commissioner Caleb Shepherd:
Beginning at the intersection of Ash Avenue/185'h Street and 5th Street then westerly to Main Street then northerly to
Bayberry Avenue thence easterly to lOth Street thence southerly to Dogwood Avenue thence westerly to 6th Street then
northerly to Cedar Avenue then westerly to 5th Street thence northerly to Ash Avenue
District 3 - Represented by Commissioner Greg Yackley:
Beginning at the intersection of Cedar Avenue and 5th Street therr easterly to 6th Street then southerly to Dogwood
Avenue thence easterly to I I 'h Street thence southerly to I 86th Street thence westerly to 4th Street thence northerly to
Ginseng Avenue thence easterly to 6th Street thence noftherly to Ehn Avenue thence westerly to 5th Street thence
northerly to Cedar Avenue
District 4 - Represented by Commissioner Jerry Richards:
Beginning at the northwest corner of Sully County thence easterly on l72d Street to 305th Avenue thence southerly to
I 79'h Street thence westerly to US Hwy 83 thence southerly to 1 85th Street thence westerly to 279th Avenue thence
southerly to I 88'h Street thence easterly to 28 1 't Avenue thence southerly to 1 9 1 't Street then easterly to the end of I 9 1 't
Street thence southerly along the western border of the Missouri River to l96th Street thence westerly along the western
Sully County borderthence northerly along western Sully County borderto 172nd Street.

District 5 - Represented by Commissioner Joe Fanger:
Beginning at the intersection of 305th Avenue and l72nd Street thence easterly to 324th Avenue, thence southerly to l96th
Street thence westerly to 305th Avenue thence northerly to Dogwood Avenue thence westerly to 1Oth Street thence
noftherly to Bayberry Avenue then westerly to Main Street thence southerly to Ash Avenue/l85th Street thence westerly
to US Hwy 83 thence northerly to l79th Street then easterly to 305th Avenue and thence northerly to 172nd Street

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that the Sully County Board of Commissioners does hereby adopt the new
boundary changes listed above for the Sully County Commissioner Districts.
