ADOPT AGENDA: Motion by Floyd, second by Richards to adopt the agenda with the addition of new Hwy Dept hire.

PUBLIC COMMENT: No one was present for public comment.
ROD PURCHASE REOUEST: Motion by Richards, second by Yackley to approve ROD Murphy's request to purchase
a plat cabinet from Mcleods in the amount of $4,379. Unanimous vote aye.
SUMMIT CARBON SOLUTIONS: Dan Lederman & Grant Terry were present to share information & answer questions
on the proposed pipeline.

ARPA FINAL RULE: David Reiss from CSDED discussed the ARPA Final Rule which allows counties to use up to $ 10
rnillion for revenue loss. This rule goes into effect on April 1,t.

RESOLUTION TO IMPOSE TAX FOR COUNTY ROAD & BRIDGE RESERVE LEVY
RESOLUTION 2022-6

WHEREAS, PER SDCL 10-12-13, the Sully County Board of Commissioners may levy an annual tax as a reserve fund
to be accumulated and used for the purpose of maintaining, repairing, constructing, and reconstructing roads and bridges
as follows:

(l) A levy not to exceed one dollar and twenty cents per thousand dollars oftaxable valuation, ifthe total
taxable valuation of the county is one billion dollars or less; or

(2) A levy not to exceed ninety cents per thousand dollars oftaxable valuation, ifthe total taxable valuation of
the county is more than one billion dollars but less than two billion dollars; or

(3) A levy not to exceed sixty cents per thousand dollars oftaxable valuation, ifthe total taxable valuation of
the county is two billion dollars or more.
Moneys in the fund may be expended in the laying out, marking, maintaining, constructing and
reconstructing of roads and maintaining, constructing, and reconstructing of bridges, under the jurisdiction
of the Sully County Board of Commissioners.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Sully County Board of County Commissioners chooses to implement
the tax levy allowed by SDCL l0-12-13 for Road & Bridge improvements. A County Road & Bridge Reserve levy of
$.90 per thousand with 90oh retained at Counfy level and I 0% of the money raised by the levy made pursuant to SDCL
10-12-13 within said municipality per SDCL 10-12-14, willbe applied to2022 taxes payable in2023, This action has
been taken by the Sully County Board of Commissioners and approved by at least a two-thirds vote of the Board. This
decision may be refened to a vote of the people upon a petition signed by at least 5% of the registered voters in the
district and filed with the goveming body within twenty days of the first publication of this decision.
FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, unless this action is referred to a vote of the people and reversed by such vote, this
resolution authorizes the county auditor to spread a $0.90 per thousand Road & Bridge Reserve Levy to raise tax dollars
allowing for percentage increases from inflation and new construction in subsequent years as allowed by SDCL I 0- l2-
lJ.

l. Where permitted as to an animal that is service animal authorized under the ADA (as defined by 28 CFR 36,104
as "any dog that is individually trained to do work or perform tasks for the benefit of an individual with a

disabitity) and/or South Dakota related disability laws for a qualified individual with a disability;
2. Where permitted related to a Counfy program such as the 4H or County fair;
3. Where confined to a personal vehicle on County properry in a County parking lot;

The Counfy requests SDDOT to hire Brosz Engineering (Consulting Engineers) for the inspection work. SDDOT will
secure federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the
County for 20o/o of the cost. The County will be responsible for the required 20o/o matching funds.
