HWY DEPT: Hwy Supt Schall discussed summer hire, trailer, bridges & roads with Bd.
GRAVEL CRUSHING BIDS: Bids for l" gravel crushing excluding royalty up to 100,000T were received from Morris

GENERAL SURPLUS CASH REPORT: General Surplus Cash is at 47 .7Yo as of March 3 I't.
ARPA FUNDS FINAL RULE: Motion by Fanger, second by Floyd to allow Susan Lamb, Counry Auditor, to elect the
final rule allowing counties to use up to $ l0 million of the ARPA Recovery Funds as "loss revenue" for the provision of
the general government services including roads & bridges without needing to use the Treasury Revenue Loss Formula.
The County has elected to use salaries & County paid benefits from the General & R&B Funds as an expense of the
American Rescue Plan in the amount up to $10 million to be reimbursed quarterly. Unanimous vote aye.
FLAP PROJECT MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT: Motion by Floyd, second by Richards to approve FLAP Project
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Memorandum of Agreement with an expense up to $ 15,000 to the County. Unanimous vote aye
OPERATING TRANSFER: Motion by Richards, second by Shepherd to approve an operating transfer in the amount of
$10,000 to the 9l I Fund. Unanimous vote aye.
CONFERENCE BRIDGE: Bd decided to continue to utilize the conference bridge for future mtgs.
