Meals are reimbursed at $10.00 for breakfast (leaving before 5:31 AM or return
after 7:59 AM), $18.00 for lunch (leaving before 11:31 AM or return after 12:59 AM), and $28.00 for dinner (leaving
before 5:31 PM or returning after 7:59 PM). No meals will be paid for meetings attended in Onida. Mileage will be set
at 51 cents per mile if the county vehicle is not available and 28 cents per mile if it is and is not used, which follows state
rate. Motel rooms will be paid at actual cost.
