FEDERAL DOT RAISE GRANT

WHEREAS, Sully County has identified the need to undertake reconstruction and repair ofa portion of l85s S6eet fiom
Highway 83 at Onidq South Dakota going 7 miles to the east. This also includes a portion of 176d, Sheet from Highway
83 at Agar, South Dakota going 7 miles to the east, and
WHEREAS, the Sully County Board of Commission recognizes that I 856 Street and 1766 Street are highly traveled
roads that lead to multiple commercial locations;
WHEREAS, Sully County is eligible to apply for Federal DOT RAISE Grant funds for the proposed reconstruction to
lE56 Street and 1766 Street because both are rural access roads to numerous commercial locatiions;
NOW THEREFORE BE tT RESOLVED, that the Sully County Board of Commission does hereby authorize the
Chairman of the Sully County Board of Commission to sign and submit Federal DOT IuISE G;t applications,
requesting 100% of the eligible costs for said project.
